Preparation
If you are installing with the  
Side Molle Panels or Standalone Shelf, 
complete their instructions first,  
then skip to step 3. 

1.	 Pry open the plastic covers on the 
rear grab handles with a small  
flat-blade screwdriver or trim tool.

Installing the Brackets 
2.	 Position the flat brackets under 

the handle and re-attach using 
the original bolts. Ensure the 
bracket is in the correct orientation, 
as pictured.



Assembling the Barrier
3.	 Attach the Barrier Brackets to the 

Barrier using the supplied M6 bolts 
and washer. 

Installing the Barrier
4.	 Secure the Barrier Bracket to the 

Handle Bracket nutsert using the 
M10 knob.   
 

Adjust the position of the barrier 
by selecting the most suitable hole 
in the barrier bracket.

5.	 Remove the Head Rests and 
slide on the Head Rest Brackets.  
Re-install the head rests with 
brackets in place.

6.	 Position the main Barrier and 
loosely secure it to the Head Rest 
Brackets using the M10 domed head 
bolts and M10 washer. 

7.	 Once the barrier is in the desired 
position, tighten all bolts and 
knobs securely.

8.	 That’s it, you’re done! The barrier 
can be quickly removed by 
removing the plastic knobs and 
lifting out the head rests.
